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Changes to the Liturgy

Roman Catholic Missal translations

The Church in Rome has decided that
English translations of the Roman Catholic
Missal, which includes Mass, sacraments
and some prayers, were not true enough to
the original Latin (Latin having been the
preferred translation since 100-200 A.D.),
and they wanted to get away from “street
English” according to our Director of
Liturgy Jeff Van Dalen. The current call for
language changes has grown out of
several things including the fact that
English translations varied from country to
country. For example, we don'’t all have the
same word for an object such as an
elevator. In England it is a “Lift”, and in
some native languages the word is
untranslatable. In 2000 a revised Latin
edition of the missal was completed as
required by Pope John Paul Il. However,
not long after that, church scholars
changed the guidelines for all translations.
This required another translation from Latin
to English which has taken the last six
years to complete. Thus the new language
became uniform for all Catholics, with the
rollout in the Milwaukee Archdiocese
beginning the first Sunday of Advent,
November 27.

Over the last several months, there have
been flyers in the church bulletins to
explain the changes. Parishioners also

We are pleased to welcome Fr. Paul Stanosz as our new
Associate Pastor. Fr. Paul has found St. Matthias
“extraordinarily welcoming.” “I can sense there is a lot of
pride in the parish by the participation, the many
volunteers, and the great number of people who have
been at this church for so many years. We don’t often
find a parish so full of long-time parishioners!”

Fr. Paul is very comfortable in this area having grown up
in the neighborhood of 60th and Howard. “l am the
youngest of four children, and we all went to St. Gregory
the Great grade school and attended Our Lady of
Lourdes.” His parents reside at Clement Manor, and his
siblings are all in Wisconsin. He attended Saint Thomas
More high school and then went to UW-Madison.
